- Lescher Dowling of Sunnyvale,

California, a member of the Greatest

Generation, passed away on February 13, 2024. He was 101 years old,
though to meet him you’d have guessed he was much younger. Born
and raised in Carpinteria, California, Lescher was the son of Julia
[Lescher] Dowling and Walter Dowling. His siblings were Martha
Rose (Dowling) Rodriquez, Kenneth Dowling, and half-sisters, Dortha
and Irene Dowling. Lescher met his future wife, Dorothy Eichelberger,
at a school dance. He was immediately smitten and did his best to win
her affection, but was soon drafted into the Army when WWII started.
He served in the China Burma India 7th Veterinary Corps, shipped overseas with a load of mules
destined for troop support. Dorothy felt it was her patriotic duty to write to a serviceman, and it was

this correspondence that caused their relationship to truly blossom.

Home at the wars' end, Lescher attended the University of California, Santa Barbara, on the G.I. Bill.
He graduated with an Industrial Arts teaching credential, married Dorothy, moved to San Diego and
taught for 3 years at the San Diego County Juvenile Hall. He often remarked that working at ‘Juvie’
gained more positive response from potential employers than the other skills listed in his resume. He
landed a job at his old Alma Mater, Carpinteria High School, where he taught shop, printing, drafting
& photography. During this time, he and Dorothy had two children, Richard and Lela Ann. They
enjoyed Dad’s summers off, when they would go explore the National Parks. After deciding to focus
on photography, Lescher took classes at Brooks Institute of Photography in Santa Barbara. He was
hired to head the Photography Department at Foothill College in Los Altos Hills. ‘Mr. D’ was a
popular and personable teacher, always willing to field questions during lunch hour in his office. He
cited that working with students kept him young. In 1984 Lescher participated in the founding of
FODARA (Foothill-De Anza Community College Retirees Association.) FODARA is now celebrating
it’s 40" anniversary.

Upon retirement in 1990, Lescher and Dorothy began educational travel and learning adventures
through Elderhostel. He rekindled a model airplane hobby from his youth, joining SAM 21, the Society
of Antique Modelers. He built and flew gas-powered remote controlled model airplanes, but mostly
enjoyed collecting and repairing their vintage engines.

Dorothy passed away in 2021, and Lescher is survived by his children; Richard Dowling and Lela
[Dowling] Cirocco, grandchildren Sara & Skye, as well as 4 great-grandchildren. His wry humor,
wisdom, helpful advice and stories from the old days, all will be greatly missed.

Scanning and Editing PDF files using Google

Did you know that you can scan a printed document with your smart phone? You can do this with
either an iPhone or an Android phone. All you need is a Google account that provides email (“Gmail.”)
Gmail accounts are free. You needn’t use the Gmail account if you prefer your current email, but
having one allows you to access G-Drive which is needed to scan documents. The instructions for
iPhone users are below. It may seem complicated, but once you use it, you will be surprised how easy
it is to use.

If you already have a Google account, you will want to download the app Google Drive
called “Drive.” It can be found in Apple’s App Store as well as Android
Play. The icon looks like this: alakalalohe =

Open the “Drive” app on your phone and log in, using your Gmail ID and password. Get the document
that you would like to scan and lay it down on a flat surface.

With the “Drive” app open, you will see a list of |
files (if you have files posted.) In the lower right
corner of this view, you will see a square icon
just above the “+”; it has been highlighted by a
Sehedue B red arrow. When you push this button, it will
activate your camera. Hold your phone above
the document that you wish to scan. The
scanned area will be highlighted in blue.

Leadership

On Thursday, February 29, Dr. Lloyd Holmes announced that he was resigning his position as
President of De Anza College, effective Friday, March 1. Dr. Holmes had been president for nearly
four years. He did not state the reason for this decision, but did provide a list of the college’s
accomplishments during his term, and wished the college and all staff “nothing but even greater
success.” Chancellor Lambert, in a separate email, wished Dr. Holmes “all the best” and announced
that Christina Espinosa-Pieb will serve as Interim President until a permanent candidate is selected.
The Chancellor further announced that a nationwide search for De Anza’s next president will begin
right away and that we can expect to hear more details about the search in the coming weeks.

Faculty Alumni

Duane Kubo is the former Dean of Intercultural/International
Studies at De Anza College. While at De Anza, Duane taught
Asian-American Studies for nearly twenty years. After retiring
from De Anza, Duane created J-Town Community TV, a
YouTube Channel that features “news, views, history and culture
of San Jose’s historic Japantown and the community beyond.”
He also co-founded the Silicon Valley Asian Pacific FilmFest
and invited filmmakers and media artists to the South Bay to
feature their work. He is the director of Cruisin’ J-Town, the
acclaimed documentary of the seminal Asian American band
Hiroshima (recently honored with inclusion in the Library of
Congress National Film Registry) as well as the producer/co-
director of Hito Hata: Raise the Banner, the first feature-length
narrative film of the Japanese American Issei experience.

Cultural Center at De Anza College on May 30, 12:30pm--2pm.

The Dons dressed them-
selves in arrow-proof leather
and black capes, and rode on
horses with highly decorated
saddles.

DE ANZA WAS BORN in Mex-
ico in 1735. His grandfather and
father each served 30 years on
the Mexico border, his father
dying in a battle with Apache

Indians. De Anza was fighting
on the same Mexican frontier
as his forbearers when in 1774
he was commissioned by the
Mexican viceroy to start on the
first of his two famous expedi-
tions through California.

The fate of Spanish settle-
ments hung in the balance —to
bring supplies by sea involved
long and hazardous voyages and
placed a heavy burden on the
royal treasury. Lower California
was too sterile and impover-
ished to serve as a food depot
for the struggling Spanish set-
tlements in the north. There re-
mained only one alternative —
De Anza’s idea to open an over-
land supply route from Sonora,
Mexico, to the California settle-
ments in the north.

Federal, state grants sought

Tax election crucial to DA

Federal and state grants to-
talling $1,470,000 are in the bal-
ance next Tuesday when Foot-
hill Junior College District
(FICD) voters go to the polls in
a special tax-override election.

The nearly one-and-a-half mil-
lion dollar grants earmarked
for Foothill College, and espe-
cially De Anza College, will be
forfeited to other junior colleges
unless voters stamp “Yes” on
their ballots Tuesday. A “No”
vote, on the other hand, will
mean De Anza will have to cut
back many projects already
planned, such as the Little The-
atre, firearms court and physi-
cal recreation facilities.

DE ANZA PRESIDENT Robert
A . DeHart pointed out that FICD
voters have passed two large

bond bills: a $10,400,000 bond is-
sue in 1958 for the construction
of Foothill College in Los Altos,
and the $14,000,000 bond issue
in 1962 for De Anza College.

Dr. DeHart has addressed
ecight different citizen groups.
Public reaction at first was not
very enthusiastic, but as Dr.
DeHart presented the College’s
strong case for the tax override,
the vast majority of people re-
alized the importance of the up-
coming election to the students
and future students in the .
De Anza’s president stressed
the necessity of getting to the
polls those “friends of the Col-
lege,” those who value the “tre-
mendous tradition of excellence
of the College District.”

“Because of insurance rules
APd requirements, campus po-
lice are forbidden to push or
t-Ow cars, change flats or charge
batteries,” Silva said.

“However, we will  help
stranded drivers by using the
walkie-talkie to place phone

calls through our office phone,”
he said. “That way, the driver
can contact his home, a towing
service or a service station.
But we simply can’t do any
more than that.”

1774 brought him to the San
Gabriel and Monterey missions.

Upon his return to Sonora, De
Anza made preparations for his
second expedition, the object of
which was the settlement of San
Francisco. Two hundred sixty
men, women and children and
hundreds of cattle, mules and
horses embarked in late 1775
on a trip that, after several
months of very rough going, re-
sulted in the settlement of San
Francisco. On the way, Captain
De Anza’s party camped on
Stevens Creek, near the campus
site.

Anza, there is little likelihood
