Course Description: Advanced techniques of throwing on the potter's
wheel. Introduction to combined forms and developing the vessel as an
aesthetic object. Development of shapes, function and individual
expression with clay.

Course Objectives:

-Develop advanced skills in wheel thrown techniques of ceramic
construction.

-Develop an understanding of wheel throwing as a process for making
multiples.

-Learn to recognize their individual expression in wheel thrown formes.
-Develop an advanced body of wheel thrown finished clay pieces.

Student Learning Outcome (SLO)

-Students will be able to demonstrate competency in advanced wheel
throwing techniques; centering, opening, pulling, shaping and finishing.
-Students will be able to demonstrate competency in trimming and
completing advanced thrown forms.
