This course will expand on the fundamentals of academic reading and writing you have already
begun to use. Additionally, this course seeks to develop critical thinking skills and apply these to
the reading and discussion of complex texts as a process to prepare you to write analytical,
argumentative essays. Finally, you will be required to do research that includes summary,
analysis, comparison, and synthesis in documented

papers.
